Initial Parent Information Evening

The program for preparation to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation will commence with an
information meeting for parents/guardians this Wednesday 12th June commencing at 7.30pm in /|
Christ the King Church, where the program will be explained and any questions answered. This is (/
a significant step in your child’s journey of faith. It is vital that parents/guardians attend this
meeting. The Sacrament of Confirmation will be conferred on Wednesday, 4th September,
commencing at 7.30pm. In accord with Parramatta Diocesan policy we will conduct a parish-based, family centred,
school supported method of preparation for the children to receive this sacrament. A prerequisite of children being
confirmed is that they have already received First Holy Communion. Children who have been baptised in Eastern Rite
(Uniate Churches, e.g. Maronite, Melchite, Ukranian, Chaldean etc.) may have already been confirmed at Baptism and
do not need to participate in this programme if this is the case. Children in Grade Five and above are eligible to
receive the sacrament of Confirmation.
